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What  is the New Church?





It is a  religion based on the Bible and on the teachings of the 18th century scientist and theologian, Emanuel Swedenborg.





Is it Christian?





Yes. But that doesn’t mean we believe that if you don’t know Christ, you are condemned. In fact, the Church teaches that the God of all different religions is the same God, but people just give Him different names.  We believe that God has shown Himself in a human, tangible form, as Jesus Christ. So we do worship God as the Lord Jesus Christ.  We believe in the Old and New Testaments, but we don’t think of ourselves as another denomination, but rather a new religion.

The Church teaches that God is love, pure love.  There is no judgmental or angry God waiting for us to make a mistake so He can condemn us.  The New Church has a strong emphasis on personal freedom and spiritual growth. We are free to choose good over evil.





Who is Swedenborg?





He was a scientist and philosopher who later in life turned to the study of religion.  His later works are a Divinely inspired revelation for the modern age, touching on all the different aspects of religion with a very rational and common sense approach.





How does the New Church view  Swedenborg’s teachings?





Swedenborg clearly saw his teachings as a new revelation from the Lord to bring a new understanding about God and religion.  Members believe this not because Swedenborg said so, but because the teachings themselves make sense.  They give deeper meaning to the stories of the Bible, adding a new layer of understanding.

















Do you believe in the second coming of Christ?








We don’t believe the Lord is coming in person, but He comes again in a new understanding of Him in His Word(the Bible), and in life.  Swedenborg’s teachings mark the beginning of that coming into the world.





Do you believe in reincarnation?





No, the Church teaches that once we pass into the other life, we remain there.  But we do believe that people freely choose their destiny while here on earth, and people never stop growing or learning in heaven.
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Do you follow the Bible?





Yes, we believe the Bible is God’s Word, but it can be read on many different levels.  There are deeper, symbolic meanings to every story in the Bible which teach us about our own spiritual growth and development. Swedenborg’s teachings unlock much of this symbolism, and make the Bible relevant for our lives today.
